hand to witness the presentation. 



I cannot believe how fast this spring is moving! With retirement coming July 4th, I am 

very aware of all the things that need doing yesterday. 

The Rectory is beginning to look chaotic. While I was preparing for Holy Week and 

Easter, Doug was preparing for our move. The pictures have come down off the walls. There 

are boxesðsome empty, some fullðin almost every room of the house. The fireplace is full of 

papers that no longer need to be kept, but should not be put in the recycle bin. There are piles of 

items here and there: garage sale piles, pack piles, donate piles, make-a-decision pilesðtoo 

many of the latter, Iôm afraid. 

Earlier in my life, I moved every few years. Moving was a natural time for paring things 

downð and living in smaller quarters limited accumulation naturally. 

After I was ordained and began serving my first church, I bought ñrealò furniture for the 

first time in my life. I began accumulating books in earnest, and generating so much paper that I 

had to buy a filing cabinet for sermons, classes, correspondence and so forth. 

A professional mover moved me to Buffalo. It was such a hurried move that I didnôt 

have time to sort through things before packing them. I didnôt do much paring down that time. 

This point was brought home to me when I was unpacking boxes packed by the movers and 

found a waste-paper basket still full of waste paper! 

Some of you will remember my move from Trinity, Buffalo, to St. Paulôs, because both 

congregations helped me move. It was like a barn-raising! Trinity folks helped me pack up the 

U-Haul truck; when we arrived in Lewiston, St. Paulôs folks had laid out a luncheon in the front 

yard. We all unpacked the truck, blessed the house, and had lunch together. That was back in 

1993. 

The Rectory was a big house for me and my cats! I bought more furniture to fill up 

those empty spaces, and in the years since, more came in than went out. Doug entered the pic-

ture, bringing more booksðand furniture, and tools, and musical instruments. He built more 

furniture for our home. We both brought things from our parents, now deceased; and from 

Dougôs Uncle Gord and good friend John, who died a few years after we married. 

For two people who prefer to live simply, we have accumulated quite a pile of ñstuffò! 

Now that it is time to retire, it is time to pare things down again. It is like using muscles 

I havenôt used in awhileðquite a labor, at first. We have many sentimental associations with 

our possessions. Deciding what to keep and what to let go requires reflection not only on our 

past memories, but also on our expectations of this next part of our lives. The vision of being 

able to travel light provides good motivation to face the work and persevere in it. 

St. Paulôs will have a similar process to go through, I think. You also have accumulated 

some ñstuffò in our time together: activities, customs, ways of doing things. Some of it youôll 

want to keep; some will no longer be worth lugging around. All of it will tell you something 

about who you have beenðbut you will have to ask yourselves, who do we want to be? And 

you will decide what to save or to discard based on the answers to that question. It is not dis-

loyal to the past to let it go and to dare to dream about the future! 

I hope this will be a fruitful time for re-focusing and renewal of purpose for all of us! 

Do not fear the process of paring downðit will help you remember what is really 

valuable among your treasures.
